
Pre-requisite Requirement 
 
There are three pre-requisites for 
attending Wood Badge: 
 
1) You must be registered with BSA. 
 

2) You must have completed Basic 
Training for your registered Scouting 
position. 

 

3) A current medical examination on a 
BSA form is required prior for 
participation. 

 

Cost 
 
The cost to attend this 2-weekend course is 
$250.00.  This includes all camping fees, 
meals, notebook and training materials 
required for the course. Uniform, tent and 
personal equipment are provided by each 
participant.

The Wood Badge “ticket” 
represents each participant’s commitment to 
complete a set of personal goals relating to that 
individual’s scouting position.  These goals will 
significantly strengthen the program in which the 
participant is involved.
